Introduction. Explain in your own words in Russian what issues will be discussed in this unit.

In January 1992, Russia entered a period of radical economic change. The government
freed prices from state control, removed wage restrictions and introduced liberalized po-
licies regarding foreign economic activity. By far the most significant element of the trans-
formation was the rapid privatization of Russian enterprises, which in its massive scale
had no equivalent in global economic history.

In some countries, privatization has led to a revival of the local economy, while in
others it has brought social unrest and serious economic crisis. In the first of two sharply
contrasting approaches, the privatization of state enterprises can help foster a demo-
cratic society in which the majority of citizens become shareholders in well run private
businesses. Typically, this form of privatization leads to the creation of a competitive en-
vironment, which attracts foreign investment, and the proceeds of privatization, which
flow to the state, lead to an improvement in social structures.

The opposite approach to privatization involves the distribution of state-owned pro-
perty to a narrow circle of people with close ties to senior government officials, leading
ultimately to the formation of an oligarchic state.

It is generally felt that Russian reformers chose the second option. As a result, many
Russians considered privatization dishonest and unfair, with some still supporting the
idea of revising the outcome of privatization by returning core assets to the state.

In this unit we will talk about the initial stage of privatization in Russia, when
privatization vouchers were distributed free to every adult in the country. We will also
learn what fundamental economic reforms had to be implemented in Russia during the
country’s transition to a second phase of privatization.
